As a funeral orator, one of my roles is to hold and bear
the stories that are entrusted to me about the deceased.
Sometimes that also means listening to stories which,
on any other occasion, would strike me as absurd, but
which seem perfectly logical as a mourner. Over time,
I learnt how comforting these inexplicable moments
can be to someone who is grieving. They make us feel
connected with a world that can often seem cold and
strange in the midst of grief. The sun that shines through
the circular window at the beginning of the funeral
service, directly onto the urn of a sun worshiper.

The rain that stops at a live concert at the very moment
when the band begins to play a deceased girlfriend’s
favourite song. It’s often the natural world that sends
us messages of comfort: the roses that bloom longer
than usual in a man’s garden, bringing him joy on his
deathbed.
